Purpose for writing: To entertain 

Writing: Children will  develop the skill of writing a charac-

ter description with a focus on using ambitious vocabu-

lary.  

 

Grammar: Children will focus on using prepositions and 

adverbs to express time, place and cause.  

 

Word Reading / Comprehension: Children will focus on 

the text ‘Charlie and the Chocolate Factory’ by Roald 

Dahl to develop their reading comprehension skills. They 

will use the Reading VIPERS to gain a good under-

standing of what they have read.  

Maths 

Key Learning: Addition and Subtraction & Multiplica-

tion and Division 

 

Addition & Subtraction: Children will continue to em-

bed their knowledge of place value in 3-digit num-

bers by adding and subtracting 2-digits to/from 3-

digit numbers. 

Multiplication & Division: Children will develop their 

ability to recall the 3, 4 and 8 times tables as well as 

embed their knowledge of division and multiplica-

tion skills.

Science (Biology) 

Plants: Children will learn all about the different parts 

of a plant and the jobs these parts do to help it live 

and grow. They will plan their own investigation to 

work out what plants need to grow well and predict 

what they think the outcome will be. They will also 

explore the different stages of the lifecycle of a flow-

ering plant.

The children will do 

this by using their computing skills to research each 

region and present their findings.
